
Aim.

The aim of this exercise is to map a section of the river and annotate with geographical terms.

This is a simplified form of mapping the river corridor using a key with map symbols to denote certain landscape features.  Pupils are encouraged to recognise the landscape features that they have learned in the classroom together with some new ones, and understand their implications for wildlife and the river environment, and then incorporate them on a map.

Equipment. 

Each pupil will need:

1. Pencil, clipboard, rubber 

and copied from the Rivers Pack a:

2. Copy of the River Corridor Survey Map

3. Copy of the River Corridor Survey Key

Method.

Each child is given a River Corridor Survey Map template and River Corridor Survey Map Key with all the symbols on it.  Note that not all the symbols will be used on each occasion.

From the bank each child draws and annotates a section of the river suggested by your local Rivers Trust Education officer/Teacher
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
