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Waterfall


a vertically descending part of a stream where it falls from a height over a rock, precipice, etc.; a cascade.





Valley


a low, elongated area more or less enclosed by hills or high ground and typically having a river or stream flowing through it.  





Uplands


an area of hilly or mountainous ground.





Undercut riverbank


the river bank has eroded to form a 'c' shape in profile.  








Silt


fine particles of sand, soil and rocks.





Source


the start or origin of the river.





Substrate


the bottom layer, the river bed.





Tributary


a smaller stream or river flowing into a larger stream or river.





Tarn


a small mountain lake.





Side bar


a long slug shaped pile of rocks, cobbles, gravel sand and silt in the river channel, deposited by the river.





Runoff


water that is carried off an area by streams and rivers after having fallen as rain; the action or an instance of water running off from an area.





Sediment


particles of sand, gravel and silt that have settled out of the water.





River terraces


flat raised areas of land to the sides of the river, created by the river depositing sand, silt and gravel over time.





River bed


the bed or channel in which a river flows:


the bottom of the river.





Sand


Granular material consisting of small eroded fragments of rocks, finer than gravel, forming the constituent of a beach, desert, or the bed of a river or sea.
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River Bank


the raised or sloping edge or border of a river, the bank or ground adjacent to a river





Piedmont


a region at the foot of a mountain of mountain range; foothills.





Meander


the curves and bends in the course of a winding river.





Reservoir


a large natural or man made lake or pool used for collecting and storing water.





Lowlands


low lying parts of land or a district.





Ravine


a deep narrow gorge or cleft formed by erosion by water.





Island


a piece of land completely surrounded by water; one not large enough to constitute a continent. also  a place cut off at high water or during floods.





Point bar


a feature lying on the inside of a meander bend in the river made up of material that is deposited, dropped or laid down by the river.

Ghyll


a deep and narrow cutting, often wooded forming the course of a stream.





Force


a waterfall.





Glacier


a slowly moving mass or river of ice formed by accumulation and compaction of snow on higher ground.





Foothills


smaller hills that lie at the bottom of larger hills or mountains.





Gorge


a narrow opening between hills or mountains, especially one with rocky walls and a stream.





Floodplain


a flat area of land where the river overflows its banks.





Flood


an overflowing of water over land.





Gravel


Coarse sand and small water-worn or pounded stones,
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Estuary


the mouth of the river, where the river meets the sea.





Erosion


the gradual wearing away of something.





Deposition


material that is dropped or laid down by the river.





Delta


a triangular shaped piece of land formed in an estuary by river deposits.





Canyon


a deep narrow valley with


 steep sides, often with


a stream running through


 it.





Catchment


the area from which rainfall flows into a river.





Confluence


the place where two or more rivers meet.





Bedrock


the solid rock beneath a


layer of soil or under


the river bed.











Cobbles


a water worn rounded stone.





Beck


a mountain, hill or moorland stream.
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
