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The female Freshwater Shrimp lays the eggs and carries them in her brood pouch where they are incubated before hatching into tiny adult Freshwater Shrimps.





At breeding time the larger male Freshwater Shrimp grips the smaller female, holding her close.  The pair swim together for several days before mating.





Freshwater Shrimps swim on their sides and live underneath stones and rocks in fast flowing rivers and streams.  They feed on tiny bits of leaves and plants.  They can grow up to 25mm long.
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
